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Infants Program (Ages 6 wks-12 mos.)

Our infant teachers stimulate and challenge your ba-
by by singing, talking, holding, and playing with him/
her. The kinds of activities the teacher engages in
with your child are carefully chosen each week to help
him/her reach developmental milestones.

Toddler Program (Ages 1-2 yrs.)

Our toddlers are offered a variety of opportunities to
explore their world through play. Gross motor skills
and social skills are developed through both struc-
tured and unstructured play. Their days are filled
with music, art, dance, story times and more.

Preschool (Ages 2-4)

Although it may seem like fun and games to pre-
schoolers, the curriculum we follow is packed with
educational elements.

Pre K (Ages 4-5)

Elementary/After School (Ages 5-12)

computers and tutoring/assistance as needed. Also
available to elementary students are crafts, games,
snacks and physical activities.
